What is an illegal discharge
and why does it matter?




Client Story 1: Discharge at Hospital

A Resident was assaulted and left blind. He
entered the hospital for emergent care and
then in-patient care.

A When he was medically ready to discharge
from the hospital, his adult family home was
unwilling to accept him back.
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Client Story 2: Discharge at Hospital

A Resident with some challenging
behaviors/personality issues went to the ER
for signs of possible stroke, but was
assessed, treated, and ready to discharge
home.

A The facility refused to let her come home from
the ER.
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Client Story 3: Reason for Discharge

A Resident filed complaint with the state about
his assisted living facility.

A Discharge notice said his medical needs
iIncreased and he needed skilled nursing care.

A Medical providers gave proof his medical
needs were the same
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Client Story 4: Bad Notice

A Resident got a discharge notice from his
nursing home saying she was being
discharged for non-payment.

A The discharge location was a to a shelter.

A The judge said discharge location was not
appropriate.
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How will this look for you?

- Person was living in a long-term care facility, and

- They were told to leave or were kicked out, or

- They were driven to the shelter and dropped off, or

- They were taken to the hospital and not allowed back.
